Version 2.33

•	Added % of price metrics to the system report. Expanded the trade-by-trade listing to include trades as % of price as well. 
•	Added longest trade, shortest trade, and average trade length to the system report.
•	Fixed an issue with Kraken updates on old charts that didn’t contain the current day.
•	Fixed a number of issues with the Oanda feed that were causing instability when trying to download historical and real time data. Should be much more reliable now.

•	Changed moon color in Numbered Squares module from yellow to olive for better visibility.
•	Added controls for midpoint line plot width in the ephemeris.
•	Added an option to plot harmonics to midpoint lines in the ephemeris.
•	Added support for Kraken Cryptocurrency exchange data feed. Accessing this feed requires use of a new data utility, which comes with the full setup program.
•	Symbol entry field in the chart format window now remembers recent symbols entered.
•	Intraday timeframes had been (inadvertently) limited to 360 min bars. This has now been extended up to 1439 minutes (1-min less than a full day).
•	Declinations in the ephemeris now show two decimal places of precision instead of one.
•	If a QScript system was active on a chart, and the number of inputs was changed in the QScript Editor, although the system was deleted, it would still show up as available in the system report. This has been fixed.
•	Fixed a bug in the QScript function astro_riseset, which gave an incorrect value for astro_itransit times during daylight savings time.

•	Added CQG as a supported data feed. Currently the only supported feed that can access multiple symbols from a single chart.
•	Added drawdown analysis page to system report.
•	Fixed a display issue with the customizable toolbar where the grid of possible button images could overlap each other and look squashed. 
•	Fixed a QScript Editor bug that crept into the last few builds where the editor incorrectly threw compilation errors when variables were multiplied by -1 in certain situations.
•	Fixed a bug that caused W59 to not always include all required helper functions when exporting a script.

•	Google has been added as an alternate offline data source to Yahoo.
•	Fixed an issue with Yahoo downloader that resulted in the last few days being re-saved multiple times in the same file, which over time would have resulted in very large data files. Any files from previous versions that currently exist in that state will automatically be reformatted.

•	Oanda now supported as a data feed. Both live and demo accounts are supported.

•	Updated the Yahoo downloader to work with their new finance pages. Note: Yahoo has recently made things very difficult on 3rd-party software that automatically downloads data from them. This version of W59 will be able to download updates and roughly 6-months of history, but cannot retrieve the multi-year requests as done through Yahoo’s old pages. We will continue working on a fix, but we believe this has been done by Yahoo intentionally, so it is not clear if extended history downloads will be available from them in the future. See the forum for more information and a workaround that can be done by hand.

•	Yahoo’s data became unavailable after they implemented a change which broke W59’s downloader. This has been remedied.


Version 2.27

•	QScripts that use hotspots used to make the chart move very slowly when using the big hand cursor. They are now much more responsive.
•	Bar_has_data keyword added to QScript. This can be used to determine if the current bar contains data or is blank.
•	A slippage/commission setting has been added to system testing.
•	System report form now doesn’t complain when it doesn’t have enough data to compute all of its metrics, such as when a system only has one trade.
•	Bar Counter tool can now count planetary movement in both total degrees (as before) as well as degrees across the zodiac, where retrograde motion reduces the distance traveled rather than adds to it.
•	Added a “save and return to chart” button on the indicator format sub-form that will save a couple mouse clicks when changing indicator parameters on the fly.
•	Fixed an issue where backtesting specs were not always getting properly loaded onto saved charts, which resulted in W59 prompting for backtesting settings too often.
•	Fixed a bug that made it impossible to place the vertical line drawing tool on a midnight bar on an intraday chart.

•	W59 can now be instructed to place live orders on trendline breaks.
•	Indicator format box is no longer active when no indicators exist on the chart.
•	Wave59 will now remember the radius setting used in the ephemeris module from session to session.
•	Added Quick Order Pad to the order panel on the chart. Use this for market orders, to get flat, or to place a stop just above/below the most recent bar.
•	A time-saving sequence has been added to the trendline format form. If you wish to quickly change the color of a trendline, right-click anywhere on the color grid. This will set the trendline color to be whatever the color grid currently displays, and will also exit out of the settings form itself.
•	Charts do a better job of remembering whether to use the classic popup or drawing popup menus between sessions. 
•	Fixed a bug that under certain situations caused old trendline plot styles to copy forward onto other drawing tools.
•	Fixed an issue where trendline labels were plotting at the far left edge of the screen when the trendlines were no longer in the visible chart area.

Integrated feed has updated server software which provides performance enhancements and enhanced security. Note that this will require new DLLs to be running on the client side, which the updater program will not be able to install. If you are running the integrated feed version of W59, you must do a full reinstall in order for this version to operate properly!
IQFeed history now downloads faster.
Implemented user defined working directory for all scripts, charts, etc. This will avoid Windows permissions errors while running in the program files directory, and will also make things easy when it comes time to backup all your work to disk. 
Added SendEmail function to QScript. 
An email can be automatically sent when IB order placement fails.
Expansion levels hotspots can be moved around with the pointing finger cursor.
Added IB_NumOpenOrders function.
New Update59.exe.
News feature added (in help - Wave59 News).
Fixed a bug where some IQFeed symbols didn’t update properly in the quote window or chart (like TICK.Z and SPX.X).
